


Wood, a renewable resource

TOTAL HARVEST

You should opt for this type of harvest in zones with
mature trees of all the same age.

Total harvesting removes all the wood in an area at once,
just as if a fire had burned it. And don't forget to take
sufficient measures to ensure that ecosystems are
renewed.

PARTIAL HARVEST

You should choose this type of harvest in zones where
the trees are of different ages.

A partial harvest targets
old trees, which are likely
to die in the near future.
Young trees are left to
mature until they are old
enough to harvest.

Wood everywhere

In food

Different types of alcohol can be produced from wood
byproducts. Among them is ethanol, which can be
transformed into acetic acid, or vinegar, using a
fermentation process. In short, the white table vinegar we
use at home, and the vinegar used to make ketchup and
pickled goods, comes from the forest..

In cars

Sometimes it only takes a few milliseconds to save
someone’s life. That's how long it takes for an airbags can
open almost instantly is because of nitrocellulose, an
explosive wood derivative.

In concrete

Lignin is a macromolecule that gives wood its rigidity. This
giant molecule can be broken into smaller pieces called
lignosulfonates. Surprisingly, these lignosulfonates are
used in the manufacture of high-quality concrete.
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
